Responses of Republic of Serbia to the Questionnaire of the UN Special Rapporteur
Trafficking in Human Beings, in particular Women and Children

Serbia has ratified the UN Convention against Transnational Organized Crime, together with
the Palermo Protocol, as well as the Council of Europe Convention on Action against
Trafficking in Human Beings. Our country is one of the few in the world whose constitution
includes an article that prohibits human trafficking. Article 26 of the Constitution of the
Republic of Serbia prohibits all forms of trafficking in human beings, as well as forced labour,
slavery and servitude. Trafficking in human beings is also defined in the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Serbia and is punishable by law, according to Article 388, and is classified as
crimes against humanity.

The Council for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings operates at our highest level in our
country, and it consists of members of the Government of the Republic of Serbia. The Strategy
for the Prevention and Suppression of Trafficking in Human Beings, especially Women and
Children, for the period from 2017 to 2022 has been adopted, and the adoption of the Action
Plan for the implementation of the Strategy for the current period is in progress.

Standard Operating Procedures for the Treatment of Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings
have been adopted, which are regularly updated and adjusted to the current situation and
situation in the field of combating trafficking in human beings.

The Office for Coordination of Activities for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings has been
established within the Ministry of the Interior. The Centre for the Protection of Victims of
Trafficking in Human Beings has been established as a unique and innovative institution in the
system of social welfare. It has the task of monitoring and improving the victim protection
system, formally identifying victims and coordinating their protection. The system set up in
this way is an example of good practice, it respects the social principle in working with
victims and their right to help and support regardless of the decision whether to participate in
criminal proceedings or not, because in this way identification is removed from the law
enforcement system and is performed by specially trained and sensitive professionals.

The process of formal identification of victims, conducted by the Centre, continues with the
preliminary identification, which is performed by a wide range of professionals, such as the
police, health, education, social protection, NGO sector, labour inspection and others. All of
them have an obligation to report to the Centre any suspicion of possible human trafficking.

Indicators have been developed for the preliminary identification of victims of trafficking for
the police, education and social protection systems, which serve as a tool for identifying
indicators that indicate possible trafficking or risks. All these indicators are also sensitive to
human trafficking in the agricultural sector.

In November 2021, the Protector of Citizens was given the role of rapporteur in the field of
human trafficking.

Our legislation provides the victims of trafficking with the guaranteed rights to free health
care, education, work, social protection, legal support, the right to a recovery period and
reflection, and protection from prosecution for acts they committed forced by the exploiters.



In previous years, the Centre for the Protection of Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings
participated in a large number of trainings in which professionals from all relevant sectors
(social protection, police, education ...) gained knowledge on how to recognize and respond to
cases of trafficking.

Considering that Serbia is on the transit migrant route, as well as the fact that there is a
shortage of workers in our country, there is an increasing number of migrants who are
engaged in various jobs. They certainly belong to groups at risk, which is why it is necessary
to improve the system of recognizing human trafficking among the migrant population and the
system of their protection. A list of indicators for the preliminary identification of child victims
of trafficking among the migrant population has been developed. The Centre for the Protection
of Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings participated in the development of a newsletter for
migrants, in the languages available to them, which aim to help them identify the risks of
trafficking in human beings and provide adequate assistance. Professionals working with
migrants have been trained to recognize trafficking cases.

It can be concluded that human trafficking in the agricultural sector is insufficiently
recognisable and that our system is more oriented to other areas where human trafficking
occurs, and in these areas, we have much greater results in detecting cases and providing
support to the victims. In addition to the great progress that Serbia has made in the fight
against human trafficking, it is necessary to make additional efforts and strengthen the actors
in the system, through increasing human and other resources and adopting a more proactive
approach to detecting human trafficking in agriculture.

At the session of the Government of the Republic of Serbia held on July 30, 2020, the National
Strategy for Exercising the Rights of Victims and Witnesses of Criminal Offenses in the
Republic of Serbia for the period 2020-2025 was adopted and the Action Plan regulating the
manner of its implementation. The mentioned Strategy and Action Plan refer to all victims of
human trafficking.

Also, victims of human trafficking are ex /ege the beneficiaries of free legal aid, and this right
is guaranteed by the Law on Free Legal Aid. In addition to the general guarantee, victims of
trafficking also enjoy a kind of additional guarantee that they will be provided with free legal
aid. Namely, for this category of victims of criminal acts, it is enough for persons to declare
themselves as victims of human trafficking, without the need to prove their status in order to
exercise the right to free legal aid.

The implementation of the Law on Simplified Work Engagement on Seasonal Jobs in Certain
Activities started on January 8, 2019. Article 3, paragraph 4 of the said law stipulates that if
foreign citizen who, during his or her stay in the territory of the Republic of Serbia, starts
work under the conditions prescribed by this law, special conditions for the employment of
foreigners determined by the law governing the work of foreigners shall not apply. All rights
established by this law apply equally to domestic and foreign citizens.

The Centre for the Protection of Victims of Trafficking in Human Beings maintains gender-
sensitive statistics on formally identified victims of trafficking in human beings, classified by
type of exploitation. Labour exploitation is the second most common form of human
trafficking, after sexual exploitation. It is characteristic of labour exploitation that, unlike
other forms, the victims are more often men, so in the last two years the victims of human
trafficking for the purpose of labour exploitation, in 66% of cases, are men. When it comes to
this form of human trafficking, victims are most often exploited in the construction sector.
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Also at risk are people working in the hospitality sector, people working as servants and
people engaged on farms.

In 2021, 2 victims of human trafficking who were exploited in agriculture were identified. One
victim is a minor female exploited in temporary field work, and the other one is an adult male,
with intellectual and mental disabilities, who has been exploited multiple times over the years,
including forced labour and slavery.

From the beginning of the implementation of the law on simplified work engagement on
seasonal jobs in certain activities until the end of 2021, 266 applications for foreign citizens
were registered from the following countries, through the portal www.sezonskiradnici.gov.rs:

Uzbekistan - 107 people,

Turkey - 71 persons (24 females),
Kazakhstan - 39 persons (16 females),
Ukraine - 23 persons (9 females),
India - 17 people,

Bosnia and Herzegovina - 3 persons,
North Macedonia - 2 persons,
Montenegro - 1 person,

Russian Federation - 1 person and
United States of America - 1 person.
Both people from the Russian Federation and the United States of America were female.

Labour inspectors in Serbia have also been trained to identify trafficking cases, but due to
insufficient staffing, they are unable to perform their duties efficiently enough and do not have
the capacity to adequately detect such cases.

In the period September 23-24, 2021, a conference on "Risk Assessment and Prevention of
Trafficking in Human Beings in Supply Chains" was organized by the Ministry of the Interior of
the Republic of Serbia, the OSCE Secretariat and the OSCE Mission to the Republic of Serbia in
Belgrade. The aim of the conference was to bring together all relevant stakeholders to discuss
the topic of preventing and combating trafficking in human beings in supply chains. In addition
to representatives of the Ministry of Interior and the OSCE, the conference was attended by
representatives of other relevant ministries and institutions, prosecutors, courts, international
organizations, civil society organizations, Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Serbia,
companies and domestic and international experts. Since this topic was discussed for the first
time in the region, the National Coordinators for Combating Trafficking in Human Beings from
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, North Macedonia and Montenegro were also invited as
guests to the conference. The conference presented the OSCE Model Guidelines and the
recently adopted law (especially the French one) and initiatives on the prevention of
trafficking in supply chains, the current state of the legal and institutional framework aimed at
preventing and combating trafficking in supply chains, as well as policies of private and public
companies related to socially responsible public procurement and respect for human rights,
and some of the existing corporate policies and challenges in their implementation were
presented. It was agreed to continue organizing conferences and meetings on this topic in
2022.

Numerous activities are undertaken in the field of combating trafficking in human beings,
especially taking into account the specifics of trafficking in human beings for the purpose of
labour exploitation, as one of the forms of trafficking in human beings. The activities of the
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Public Prosecutor's Office in the field of combating all forms of human trafficking are
primarily aimed at prosecuting the perpetrators of this crime, through consistent
implementation of the law and efficient action, specialization and training of public
prosecutors, increasing the efficiency of international cooperation and international legal
assistance, cooperation with other state bodies and civil society organizations, at the national
and international level, and participation in strategic projects.

In order to achieve legality, efficiency and uniformity in the actions of all public prosecutors,
on June 23, 2021, the Republic Public Prosecutor issued a General Mandatory Instruction in
accordance with which all appellate and higher public prosecutor’s offices appointed certain
public prosecutors as focal points for the criminal offense of trafficking in human beings
under Article 388 of the Criminal Code.

Also, in order to act more efficiently in the field of international legal assistance in criminal
matters, the Mandatory Instruction of the Republic Public Prosecutor of August 15, 2016,
defines one holder of the public prosecutor's office - the contact person for cases of
international legal assistance in all higher public prosecutor's offices in Serbia.

In 2020 and 2021, police officers of the Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Serbia filed two
criminal charges against five persons on reasonable suspicion that they had committed the
criminal offense of Trafficking in Human Beings under Article 388 of the Criminal Code of the
Republic of Serbia, for the purpose of labour exploitation in the areas of agricultural activity,
specifically in the field of animal husbandry. The mentioned criminal offences affected three
persons, one of whom was a foreign citizen.

In 2020, in the area under the jurisdiction of the Higher Public Prosecutor's Office in Novi Sad,
based on a proactive investigation conducted in cooperation with the Police Administration in
Novi Sad, two cases of human trafficking were discovered for the purpose of labour
exploitation on farms. Following an investigation, charges were filed against three defendants,
who had forcefully and under threats mislead and abused the difficult situation of seven
persons whom they had solicited, transported and kept for the purpose of exploiting their
work on the farm, for the crime of trafficking in human beings pursuant to Article 388,
paragraph 6 in conjunction with paragraph 1 of the Criminal Code, which have been legally
confirmed by the High Court in Novi Sad, before which criminal proceedings against the
defendants are underway.

In these criminal cases, the competent public prosecutor's office cooperated with the Centre
for the Protection of Victims of Trafficking, as well as the civil society organization ASTRA, in
order to ensure timely reception and accommodation of victims of trafficking in human beings,
to whom the competent public prosecutor determined the status of a particularly sensitive
witness, ex officio, and their interrogation was conducted in a separate room ("screen room"),
without the direct presence of the defendants and their lawyers.

One person, a victim of human trafficking for the purpose of labour exploitation in the field of
agricultural activity (livestock), as a citizen of the Republic of North Macedonia, was returned
to his homeland within the cooperation of the Ministry of Interior of the Republic of Serbia and
the Centre for Protection of Victims of Trafficking with the authorities of North Macedonia.
During the identification procedure, the person was provided with the necessary assistance
and support which continued even after the person left the territory of the Republic of Serbia.
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Internally displaced persons and refugees from the former Yugoslavia, have equal rights and
are involved in all measures, as well as all other citizens, in the field of protection, prevention
and fight against human trafficking, in accordance with the legislative and strategic
framework of the Republic of Serbia.

The opinion of the experts of the Centre for the Protection of Victims of Trafficking in Human
Beings is that it is possible that a significant number of cases of trafficking in human beings in
agriculture are undetected and that a more proactive, intersectoral approach is needed.
Among the particularly risky categories are people with intellectual and mental disabilities,
but also other forms of disability, who are engaged on farms, in villages and on remote farms.
Such persons are susceptible to manipulation, do not know their rights, have a low capacity
for self-protection and are socially isolated.

Indicators for the social protection system differ for children and adult potential victims of
trafficking. In 2021, indicators for the education system were revised, and indicators for formal
identification were made. Within the indicators for formal identification, special lists of
indicators for recognizing labour exploitation and lists for recognizing slavery, slavery-like
practices and servitude have been developed. These lists also differ for children and adults,
and have a gender-sensitive component.

The Ministry of Labour, Employment, Veteran and Social Affairs has issued an Instruction on
the manner of work of social protection institutions and social protection organizations for
providing social protection services for children protecting children from child abuse, and
indicators for recognizing child labour abuse have been developed, as well as a guide to their
application.

Children living on such farms are also at high risk, especially children without parental care,
who live in foster families. Due to the insufficient capacity of family accommodation centres
and social work centres, control and support for foster parents is often inadequate, so there is
a risk that certain foster parents will burden their children with work obligations. Although
family accommaodation is in principle a good form of protection, which gives excellent results,
there are cases in which foster parents abuse their position, through the labour exploitation of
children.

Within the project of the International Labour Organization "Country Level Engagement and
Assistance to Reduce Child Labour - CLEAR", which was implemented in the Republic of
Serbia in the period from 2015 to 2017, conducted a study "Rapid Assessment" of child labour
abuse in agriculture in order to provide the necessary insight so as to develop activities and
measures to prevent and eliminate the abuse of child labour in agriculture. As part of the
research in 2017, a survey was conducted for households and for registered agricultural
entities. Focus groups and interviews were also organized with children, parents, but also
doctors and schools in rural areas where the research was conducted. The following
recommendations for the Republic of Serbia were formulated within the research, which can
also be used in the preparation of the thematic report of the UN Special Rapporteur on
Trafficking in Human Beings:

- Address child abuse through rural development policies;

- Establish a central-level coordination body responsible for the prevention of child labour
abuse;

- Strengthen inspection supervision over legal entities performing activities in agriculture,
especially during seasonal works;

Address the abuse of child labour through child protection policies, because the abuse of
child labour can endanger child development and well-being;

Increase the number of institutions for daily care of children in the peak season of
agricultural works. In this way, parents will be able to leave their children in a specialized
institution for child care and thus prevent the risk of child labour abuse;

Define procedures through which local schools and clinics/health centres, as well as the
competent centre for social work, will have a role in regular reporting on child labour
abuse, as well as raising awareness of the local community about the harmfulness of
child labour abuse and risks in agriculture.

Design and implement a national campaign to raise awareness about the abuse of child
labour in general, and the abuse of child labour in agriculture specifically, because this is
probably the most common form of child labour in Serbig;

Introduce disaggregation of administrative data on child labour abuse according to the
definition: overwork and risky activities for different age groups.
