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Responses of Republic of Serbia to the Questionnaire of the Special Rapporteur on
trafficking and sexual exploitation of children, including child prostitution, child
pornography and other forms of child exploitation

The Constitution of the Republic of Serbia (Article 26) expressly prohibits slavery or slavery-like
conditions, that is, any form of human trafficking and forced labor is prohibited.

The Republic of Serbia, as a member of the Convention on the Rights of the Child and two
optional protocols (the Optional Protocol on the sale of children, child prostitution and child
pornography and the Optional Protocol on the participation of children in armed conflicts)
applies measures to prevent violence against children and ensures the protection of children
from all forms of violence in the family, institutions and the wider social environment. In May,
our country submitted to the Committee on the Rights of the Child the Fourth and Fifth Periodic
Reports on the Implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child, which includes
information on the measures our country implements in the fight against trafficking and sexual
exploitation of children, including child prostitution, child pornography and others forms of
exploitation of children.

Also, the Republic of Serbia applies the Convention on the Protection of Children from Sexual
Exploitation and Sexual Abuse (“Lanzarote Convention”) of the Council of Europe. In accordance
with Article 37 of the Lanzarote Convention, the Law on the National DNA Registry was adopted.’
The provisions of the Law stipulate that within the base of DNA profiles determined from
undisputed biological samples, there is also a collection of DNA profiles of persons convicted of
criminal offenses specified in the law regulating special measures to prevent the commission of
criminal offenses against sexual freedom against minors.

In July 2019 the Republic of Serbia presented the first Voluntary National Report on the
implementation of Agenda 2030 for sustainable development in the Republic of Serbia at the
headquarters of the United Nations in New York. The Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia
together with other data producers, provided data for monitoring indicators of the Sustainable
Development Goals and they are presented as a statistical annex to the aforementioned
document. In 2021 the Statistical Office also published “7he Report on progress in the
achievement of the Sustainable Development Goals until 2030 in the Republic of Serbia” whose
aim is to present the state in which are the achievement of the Sustainable Development Goals
based on data available in the second half of 2020. This is an attempt to strengthen the factual
basis for monitoring and further improvement of policies that lead to the achievement of these
goals® The Government of the Republic of Serbia also established an Interdepartmental
Working Group for the implementation of the 2030 Agenda, whose members are high-level
representatives of line ministries and other institutions. This group coordinates activities,

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monitors implementation, proposes the adoption of the Strategy for Sustainable Development,
proposes statistical monitoring of goals, prepares periodic reports on implementation and
informs the UN representative in Serbia and the UN system.

Since 2015 the Council for Monitoring the Implementation of United Nations Human Rights
Recommendations has been leading the Plan for the Implementation of UN Recommendations (a
total of 400 recommendations of treaty bodies and UPR). All the recommendations from this
Plan are linked to the Sustainable Development Goals from the UN Agenda 2030, for the purpose
of more effective monitoring of all parallel processes taking place in our country in the field of
human rights.

The first meeting of the Joint Steering Committee the Sustainable Development Cooperation
Framework 2021-2025 will be held on June 14 2022.

Although the sale of children has not yet been officially criminalized in criminal law, the
Criminal Code", in Art. 388, prescribes the related crime of trafficking in human beings.

The Law on Amendments to the Criminal Code, which entered into force on December 1 2019,
improved the legislative framework, tightened the penalties for certain criminal offenses and
clarified certain provisions of certain criminal offenses. From the perspective of relevant
information, paragraph 5 has been added to the current Article 46 of the Criminal Code, which
states that the court cannot, among others, conditional release a person convicted of the
criminal offense of rape (Article 178, paragraph 4), sexual act with a helpless person (Article 179
paragraph 3), sexual act with a child (Article 180, paragraph 3) and sexual act through abuse of
position (Article 181, paragraph 5). Also, with these amendments to the Law, in addition to the
prison sentence of at least ten years which have been prescribed so far, an alternative sentence
of life imprisonment is also provided for the above-mentioned criminal acts. In this way, under
the threat of stricter punishment of the perpetrator, children, as the most sensitive category of
the population, were provided with additional protection.

The Criminal Code prescribes the criminal offense of forced marriage under Article 187a. By
criminalizing this action, the so-called early marriages, i.e. children and minors are prevented
from getting married before reaching the age of majority, because they are a form of coercion
against children, and thus prevent the commission of other criminal acts (e.g inducing and
enabling sexual intercourse from Article 183. of the Criminal Code, mediation in prostitution
from Article 184 of the Criminal Code, showing, acquiring, and owning pornographic material
and exploitation of minors for pornography from Article 185 of the Criminal Code, inducing
compelling a minor to attend sexual activities from Article 185a of the Criminal Code, trafficking
in human beings from Article 388 CC) which often result from and are a consequence of early
and forced marriages into which minors enter, or into which they are forced.

Additional protection for children is also provided by the Law on Prevention of Domestic
Violence, which came into force on July 1 2017, and which provides concrete measures to
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improve protection and support for victims of domestic violence, as well as mandatory
cooperation of state authorities and institutions in criminal proceedings for certain criminal
acts. Among the listed criminal acts, there are also criminal acts in which children and minors
often appear as passive subjects. The law foresees mandatory multi-sector cooperation, which
is reflected in the work of the group for coordination and cooperation, and for this purpose the
Working Group for Coordination and Cooperation was established. In accordance with the Law, a
centralized electronic record of data on cases of domestic violence, of the imposition and
execution of emergency measures, and the execution of measures for protection against
domestic violence is kept.

Article 78 of the Law on Public Information prescribes the conditions for prohibition the
exposure of minors to pornographic content in printed media. The provisions of a special law
regulating electronic media apply to pornographic audio and audio-visual media content, as well
as to content distributed via the Internet.

Amendments to the Law on Military, Labor and Material Obligation stipulate that the
conscription obligation arises in the calendar year in which a citizen of the Republic of Serbia
turns 18. These changes improve the position of the child and protect his rights by prohibiting
recruitment before he becomes an adult. The relevant legal instrument governing conscription
does not provide for voluntary participation in conscription, so there is no possibility that allows
for a person otherwise capable of military service to be exceptionally recruited in the calendar
year in which he/she turns 17 (or younger), neither at his/her own request or during a state of
war. In accordance with the above, there is no legal possibility or practice to impose military
service on minors or the possibility to participate directly or indirectly in armed conflicts.

On February 10, 2022, the Government of the Republic of Serbia adopted a new General Protocol
for the Protection of Children from Violence”, which defines more than 20 forms of violence
against children. Accordingly, new special protocols for the protection of children from violence
are required to be adopted by all line ministries, and other entities working with children are
recommended to adopt their own special protocols. Entities whose activities include working
with children, including those in the public and business sectors, associations, endowments and
foundations, are recommended to adopt their own special protocols in accordance with the
principles of the General Protocol.

The Strategy for the Prevention and protection of Children from Violence for the Period from
2020 to 2023 recognizes the criminal offenses of: child abuse in child trafficking, prostitution
and pornography, child trafficking, child exploitation for prostitution, child exploitation for
pornography and child trafficking for adoption.

The National Strategy for the Realization of the Rights of Victims and Witnesses of Criminal
Offenses for the Period from 2020 to 2025 has been adopted, along with the accompanying
Action Plan. In the Strategy, children are recognized as a particularly vulnerable category of
victims, who, in addition to the protection measures enjoyed by all victims of crime, also have

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special measures at their disposal, including: the possibility of interviews with children to be
realized through audio-visual recordings for such recordings to be accepted as permissible; the
appointing of a temporary representative in situations where this is necessary, and the
appointment of a proxy to exercise the child's right to legal aid and representation. Although
these guarantees have existed in writing since the adoption of the Law on Juvenile Delinquents
and the Criminal Protection of Juveniles, problems in their implementation have been identified
in practice; thus, the Strategy emphasizes that in the coming period it is necessary to monitor
the consistent application of the normative framework in practice and to identify actions that
can be taken to overcome any shortcomings observed.

The National Strategy for Preventing and Combating Gender-based Violence against Women and
Domestic Violence for the period from 202] to 2025 prescribes measures to protect children
from violence.

In Strategy for Prevention and Suppression of Trafficking in Human Beings, Especially Women
and Children and the Protection of Victims for the Period 2017 to 2022° special attention is paid
to children who are the subject of human trafficking. Its accompanying action plan prescribes
special activities aimed at analyzing the phenomenon of human trafficking, as well as the
protection of children themselves, from keeping special statistics in cases of commission of a
crime of “human trafficking” in which children are the subject of the crime, creating preventive
participatory programs in which are included children from endangered social groups, to
scientific research, programs in schools related to non-discrimination based on gender and
more.

In order to protect persons under the age of 18 from sexual exploitation and abuse, the Aational
Youth Strategy with the Action Plan for the Period from 2015 to 2025“ is being implemented;
Strategy for the Fight against High-tech Crime with an Action Plan from 2019 to 2023

The Republic Public Prosecutor's Office undertakes a series of activities in the fight against
human trafficking, aimed at improving the efficiency of criminal prosecution and protecting the
victims of these and all other criminal acts.

Measures for the prevention and suppression of human trafficking beings and the exploitation of
minors in pornography and prostitution are defined in the National Strategy for Prevention and
Suppression of Trafficking in Human Beings, Especially Women and Children, and the Protection
of Victims (2020-2023) and its accompanying action plan, as well as in Strategy for the Fight
against High-Tech Crime (2019-2023).

Since 2019, new organizational structures have been established within Ministry of Internal
Affairs, which, among other things, are important for working with children and youth in this
area: the Office for the Coordination of Activities in Combating Trafficking in Human Beings in
the Police Directorate, the Department for the Suppression of Trafficking in Human Beings and

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the Smuggling of People, and the Department for the Suppression of lllicit and Harmful Content
on the Internetin the Criminal Police Directorate.

As of March 2017, the Anti-Trafficking Council has been chaired by the Minister of the Internal
Affairs, and its members include: the First Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of Education, Science
and Technological Development, Minister of Finance, Minister for Labour, Employment, Veterans
and Social Affairs, Minister of Health, and the Minister of Justice. The Council has held two
sessions, at which the Standard Operating Procedures for the Treatment of Victims of
Trafficking in Human Beings were adopted, which aim to improve the identification, assistance
and protection of victims of human trafficking, through the partnership of all relevant entities at
the local, national, regional and international level and Recommendations for the improvement
of a proactive system for detecting cases of trafficking in human beings, of the efficient
prosecution of natural and legal persons, and of the legal protection of victims of trafficking in
human beings.

An important part of the national mechanism for combating human trafficking is the Centre for
the Protection of victims of Trafficking in Human Beings, which was founded in 2012 in Belgrade.
In February 2019, within this Centre, the Shelter for Urgent Accommodation of Victims of Human
Trafficking was opened, which is available 24 hours a day, with a capacity to accommodate up to
six users (for girls and women over 16). Indicators have been developed: for the preliminary
identification of child victims of trafficking for the education system and the social protection
system; and for the formal identification of child victims of trafficking, sorted by forms of
exploitation; and for assessing the risk of trafficking in human beings for migrant children.

In 2018 the Ministry of Internal Affairs, Ministry for Labour, Employment, Veterans and Social
Affairs and the Republic Public Prosecutor's Office established a Protocol on Cooperation in
Combating Trafficking in Human Beings and Protecting Victims of Trafficking. In December 2019,
an Agreement between the Serbian and Northern Macedonia Government on cooperating in the
fight against human trafficking was signed, which represents the first such agreement signed
by Republic of Serbia. In January 2020, a Memorandum of Cooperation was signed between
Ministry of Internal Affairs and CSOs “ATINA” and “ASTRA” on cooperation in the fight against
human trafficking.

The new Law on the Protector of Citizens stipulates that the Protector of Citizens act as a
national rapporteur in the field of human trafficking in accordance with the ratified Convention
of the Council of Europe against human trafficking.”

In November 2021, the Instruction on the Procedure of Employees of Minisytry of Internal Affairs
in Trafficking Cases was issued, with indicators for the preliminary identification of victims of
trafficking for the police and for written information on the rights of victims of trafficking and
available support.

In accordance with the Program of Professional Development of Police Officers, the mandatory
theoretical class “The concept, recognition, and response of the police to the crime of trafficking




in human beings” was implemented, which in the period from 2019 to 2020 was attended by
96,437 police officers, which, in accordance with the Police Intelligence Model, should contribute
to the improvement of proactive investigations.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs has established a free telephone line for reporting suspected
trafficking (0800 100 388) and correspondingly trained 10 police officers, with the aim of
sensitizing them to talk with victims and potential victims of human trafficking, to familiarize
themselves with some of the techniques of active listening and a checklist of questions that will
be used for conducting conversations with this category of persons.

Police Officers of the Ministry of Internal Affairs have access to the Handbook “ Supporting Young
Male Refugees and Migrants Who Are Survivors of at Risk of Sexual Violence: A Fieldguide for
Frontline Workers in Europe”.

At the annual level, about 350 juvenile victims of sexual offenses are registered (about 90%
female). A quarter of the criminal acts from this group are of a violent nature, i.e., they have
been committed with the use of violence or with the threat of violence. The other 75% of crimes
have been committed by abusing the relationship of trust, dependence, and situational
opportunities or by exploiting various psychophysical states of the victim (childish naivety,
inability to physically defend themselves, various restrictions, etc.). In addition, on average 80 to
100 juveniles are exploited annually for extramarital affairs, and approximately 10 for sexual
exploitation in the context of trafficking in human beings. In the reporting period, in the area of
combating trafficking in human beings, a total of 72 juveniles were registered (83% of the total
number), of which 12 were male victims (17%). Sexual exploitation is dominant in this context -
69% (in the form of prostitution - 47%, forced marriage - 11%, and pornography - 11%), with
significantly less exploitation of children for the purposes of begging (11%) and forced labour
(about 10%). The exploitation of minors for committing criminal acts (1.5%) and the establishment
of slavery or similar relations (1.5%) was documented to a lesser extent, while in the remaining
five cases (7%) the form of exploitation was not known. One criminal offense of trafficking in
minors for adoption was committed, whereby, after the illegal adoption, the child remained, in
the same city where he was born, though his municipality of residence was changed.

The National Contact Centre for Child Safety on the Internet, which was established on the basis
of the Regulation on Safety and Protection of Children in the Use of Information and
Communication Technologies, has been operating since 2016 and is an exclusive entity for
providing guidance on child safety on the Internet, as well as on harmful, inappropriate, or
illegal content and behaviour on the Internet. The Ministry of Trade, Tourism and
Telecommunications also implements media campaigns for the safety of girls and boys on the
Internet and the development of digital literacy, in which special attention is paid to equal
gender representation in the field of digital technologies. Based on citizen reports in 2021, a total
of 41 cases were forwarded to the Ministry of Internal Affairs and the Prosecutor's Office for
High-Tech Crime, of which 9 cases related to child pornography, 10 cases of blackmail and
threats, 10 cases of recruitment by predators, 10 cases of sexual harassment and 2 cases of
abuse of profile.
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The Government has launched a project for the establishment of a Aational platform for the
prevention and suppression of violence in schools called “Cuvam te” (“/ care for you”). The
platform integrates all the necessary aspects of basic prevention and tools for combating
violence in schools in one place. The Protocol on the provision of cross-sectoral services
through the software solution "l care for you" was adopted in order to protect against violence
towards, and the abuse, neglect, and exploitation of children. In addition to addressing peer
violence, which is the primary focus of this platform, the platform is a tool that should help
combat violence against employees in educational institutions. A part of the platform that will
enable online reporting of violence and monitoring of actions taken in response to such
reporting is being developed. Within the "I care for you" platform, an application has been
created that allows a child to request emergency help from family and friends with one click
and indicate their location. After pressing the corresponding red button, an SMS is automatically
sent to the previously selected trusted contacts with the notification that the sender is in
danger. In cooperation with the Centre for Interactive Pedagogy, an online training on the
application of the Rulebook on the Protocol of Conduct in Institutions in Relation to Violence,
Abuse, and Neglect was prepared, intended for all employees in preschool institutions and
primary and secondary schools. It is anticipated that by the end of 2021, over 25,200 teachers,
2,100 parents, and 3,500 children will have attended the training.

The “Armageddon” operation, whose aim is to protect minors from exploitation in pornography
and prostitution via the Internet, is carried out by the Department for Combating High-Tech
Crime of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, in cooperation with the Special Prosecutor's Office for
High-Tech Crime and police administrations. As part of this operation, they are taking measures
to identify perpetrators of the criminal offense of showing, obtaining, and possessing
pornographic material and the exploiting of a minor for pornography. On the territory of the
Republic of Serbia, about 50 of these crimes are reported annually on average, corresponding to
the same number of perpetrators.

The project “Strengthening the capacity of practitioners in the criminal justice system in the
fight against high-tech crime and computer-enabled crime in Southeast Europe” was
implemented with the support of the OSCE Mission to Serbia. As part of the project, trainings
with practical work on computers were held for 58 police officers from 19 police departments,
with the aim of training them to work in high-tech crime cases with an emphasis on
suppressing the exploitation of minors for pornographic purposes via the Internet.

The project “Preventing and Combating Sexual Abuse and Exploitation of Children on the
Internet in Serbia and Bosnia and Herzegovind' was implemented by the organization Save the
Children in cooperation with the Ministry of the Interior, the Ministry of Trade, Tourism, and
Telecommunications, and the Judicial Academy in Belgrade. Within the project, in 2019 and 2020,
10 trainings on “Protecting children from sexual abuse and exploitation on the Internet” were
conducted for 117 police officers and over 30 public prosecutors and judges in order to improve
competencies for dealing with these areas of crime. In accordance with the Memorandum of
Cooperation within the said project, 50,000 stickers for books and notebooks for primary school
students were printed with a message related to security on the Internet and social networks.
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The twinning project “Combating Trafficking in Human Beings” (IPA 2014) was carried out in
order to jointly meet the criteria for EU accession and realize the implementation of the Action
Plan for Chapters 23 and 24 by strengthening the capacity of relevant institutions to combat all
forms of trafficking in accordance with EU best practices. Within the project, 15 trainings were
conducted with a focus on particular types of exploitation and protecting victims of trafficking,
involving 156 police officers and representatives of the prosecutor's office, the labour
inspectorate, the Centre for Protection of Victims of Trafficking, and civil society organizations.
During 2019 and 2020, within the project “Program for the Fight against Human Trafficking”, a
network of peer educators and trainers held 1,695 information workshops in cities and
municipalities throughout the Republic of Serbia, in which 63,770 children participated (41,677
primary school students, 21,655 high school students, and 438 children lacking parental care),
who were informed about how to recognize the risks of human trafficking. During the program
of child recovery from socially at-risk families, in eight shifts of the Red Cross Summer School,
500 children aged 7-14 attended ten-day workshops to raise awareness of the need for
protection from human trafficking.

Minors (63 female (84%) of females and 12 male (16%)) make up about 43% of the total number of
victims of the Trafficking in Human Beings in the Republic of Serbia (among minors, the most
numerous are women aged 14 to 18). In the reporting period, out of a total of 75 injured minors, one
minor and two female children were taken out of the Republic of Serbia and sexually exploited in
Belgium, Austria, and Switzerland. Police activities prevented the taking of four children (two males
and two females) and a minor abroad (Hungary, Germany), recruited for sexual and other forms of
exploitation. In one case, the victim was an unaccompanied migrant child.
