Responses of Republic of Serbia to the Questionnaire of the UN Special Rapporteur
on Extrajudicial and Arbitrary Executions - Gender-Based Killing of Women and
Girls

In the Criminal Code (“Official Gazette of Republic of Serbia”, nos. 85/05, 88/05 - as amended,
107/05 - as amended, 72/09, 111/09, 121/12, 104/13, 108/14, 94/16 and 35/19 - hereinafter: the
Criminal Code): Femicide is not incriminated as a separate criminal offense, therefore the
Code of Criminal Procedure ("Official Gazette of the RS", nos. 72/11, 101/11, 121/12, 32/13, 45/13,
55/14, 35/19, 27/21 - CC and 62/21 - CC) does not include special provisions that would refer to
the investigation and documentation of murders of women and girls.

In such cases, all rules of evidence and special rules of evidence can be applied, considering
all the specifics of the particular case provided for by the Criminal Code, in order to collect
and document all the required evidence and conduct an effective criminal investigation.

Criminal Code of Serbia regulates a special circumstance for determining punishment for a
criminal offence committed in hatred.

Namely, the Article 54a stipulates that if the criminal offence was committed in hatred due to
race and church denomination, national or ethnic affiliation, gender, sexual orientation or
gender identity of another person, the court will consider such circumstance as an
aggravating circumstance, unless it has been set as a feature of crime.

Moreover, the Criminal Code regulates the criminal offences against the life and body.

Thus, the murder as a criminal offence is regulated under the Article 113 in such a way that
whosoever deprives another person of his life shall be punished with imprisonment from five
to fifteen years.

Furthermore, the Article 114 regulates the criminal offence of aggravated murder.

An offender who deprives another person of his life in a cruel or insidious manner shall be
punished with imprisonment for at least ten years or with life imprisonment; the offender who
deprives another person of his life through reckless violent behavior; who takes another
person's life out of mercenariness, for the purpose of committing or concealing another
criminal act, out of wanton revenge or other base motives; who takes the life of a child or a
pregnant woman; who takes the life of a family member whom he had previously abused;, who
deliberately takes the lives of several people otherwise than in the case of outright murder,
killing a child during childbirth or taking a life out of compassion.

The very preparation of this criminal offense is also incriminated in such a way that it has
been defined that whoever acquires or equips the means for the execution of such criminal
offense or removes obstacles to the execution thereof or agrees with others or plans or
organizes the execution thereof or undertakes another action that creates the conditions for
the immediate execution thereof shall be punished by imprisonment of one to five years.

The Criminal Code also regulates the criminal act of Domestic Violence.

Under the Article 194 of the Criminal Code, it is stipulated that whoever threatens the peace,
physical integrity or mental state of a member of their family by using violence, threatening to
attack the life or body or by insolent or reckless behavior shall be punished with
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imprisonment from three months to three years, and in case of death of the family member, a
more severe form of punishment from five to fifteen years is stipulated.

A special punishment is stipulated in case of a family member who is a minor, when the
perpetrator shall be punished with a prison sentence of at least ten years.

Moreover, for the purpose of composing a draft version of the Law on Amendments to the
Criminal Code, the Minister of Justice formed a working party.

The task of the aforementioned working party is to prepare a comprehensive wording of the
amendments to the Criminal Code, in order to align this Code to the acquis of the European
Union and other international standards and/or simultaneously introduce other required
amendments to the Criminal Code, which were proposed by competent governmental and
other authorities or contained in initiatives submitted by citizens or associations, all with the
aim of ensuring higher criminal protection.

As part of this task, the working party is also considering proposals to incriminate femicide as
a separate criminal offence, that is, to assign the existing criminal offence of murder a higher
degree of crime.

The Act on Records and Data Processing in the Field of Internal Affairs ("Official Gazette of
Republic of Serbia", no. 24/18) regulates the collection, handling, and use of personal data in
the performance of police and other tasks of the Ministry of Internal Affairs.

Regarding data related to criminal offences, according to the standards of crime 113,114. and
194, paragraph 4 of the Criminal Code of the Republic of Serbia, within which there may be
death consequences for the injured person of the female gender (femicide), please be
informed that the Ministry of Internal Affairs has a unique information system - UIS, which
contains centralized databases from various areas of public security.

In order to efficiently store, monitor and use data on criminal offences and perpetrators, and
then to analyze and evaluate the extent and type of problems with the aim of more efficient
planning of activities and improvement of work, a unique electronic database "Criminal Acts
and Perpetrators" is developed and kept.

Data are recorded by police officers of regional police departments and/or competent officers
of organizational units at the headquarters of the Police Directorate.

Based on data recorded, it is possible to generate statistical reports on the time and place of
the commitment of criminal offences, data on gender, age of the injured party, means of
execution and the like.

In addition to this application that is used to gather the data on the largest number of criminal
offences, we also use the “"Events Diary" information program system when it comes to the
criminal offences involving domestic violence.

By means of the Diary, we have ensured the centralized recording and monitoring of all daily
events and occurrences relevant for security (in all lines of work), which were reported to the
organizational units of the Ministry of Internal Affairs or were observed by the police officers.

The Department for Police Analytics also gathers the data that are not included into the
official statistics because some crimes end with a report to the competent Prosecutor's Office,
in the case when the perpetrator committed suicide after committing the crime.
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In case of such data, we use the reports and monthly information from the regional police
departments.

Such data are equally presented in terms of the number of victims as a supplement to the
official statistics.
